He began his talk with interesting slides depicting the shortfall of current scenario 
of computation. Answering the need for Virtualization. He also covered Factors 
Driving Virtualization, Virtualization Taxonomy Architecture with VMware, Xen, 
Hyper-V software's. He expressed that in this computation world everything is 
becoming virtual we have Virtual Memory, Virtual File systems, Logical Volumes, 
Virtual I/O, Virtual Desktop, Virtual Machines etc. He explained the difference 
between hardware and software virtulisation.

Shared Services change the IT deployment 
model. Global standardization. Application teams define requirements in terms of 
service levels, not boxes and gigabytes. Planning, sizing, deployment, 
consolidation, disaster recovery and process integration will be key areas.
